THE ALMOST-PERFECT VACATION 

 I recently returned from a little R & R. I had taken again a few 

books, subjects that I find personally interesting, but not necessarily relevant 

or useful to priestly life or parish ministry, such as a book on physics (Iôve 

always enjoyed the empirical sciences). Thereôs just no way that subjects 

like that can be applied to parish ministry, so, while it keeps my mind busy, 

it relaxes my spirit. As the old saying goes: ña health mind in a healthy 

body.ò 

 My time away isnôt all about mind and body, though. I routinely 

make use of my vacation time for a certain spiritual renewal as well. I make 

my yearly required spiritual retreat at another time, but Iôve found that the 

little spiritual break during vacation does wonders for me. 

 This last time I rented a little cabin in central Wisconsin, nothing 

fancy. I celebrated Mass privately each day, and took my time about it. I 

had brought a book on The Prayer of the Presence of God and used that for 

my daily spiritual reading, giving me a thought that stayed with me through-

out the day. I was able to pray my Rosary without much distraction around 

or within me for a change, and found the meditation on the Mysteries of Our 

Lordôs earthly life deep and refreshing. In a word, I made the time while on 

vacation, and was rewarded in finding God again in my life. I had discov-

ered the truth while still in high school that you donôt realize just how much 

God is in and working in your life until you allow yourself to get so busy as 

to exclude His presence. 

I used to attend daily morning Mass while at Roosevelt High School 

in Minneapolis; St. Helenaôs had a 6:30 am Mass, and it was on my way. It 

was easy to get there, and since I had been an Altar Boy at St. Kevinôs, serv-

ing early morning Mass was something I had been used to, so it just seemed 

natural to me. 

Once in a while, though, I would oversleep, or just get lazy and not 

go. I began to notice that, on those days when I didnôt get to Mass, some-

thing was different. The dayôs activities seemed scattered, empty, even on 

otherwise good days with classes and friends. I only noticed how much I 

had drifted away from God, or how much Godôs presence in my life had 

been bringing me, when I myself excluded it or got too busy to notice it. 

Ever since then, prayer hasnôt been a burden or an obligation for me; 

itôs been a pleasure and a privilege. Iôve used any time Iôm away from 

clocks and schedules, from appointments and deadlines to get a bead again  
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on who I really am, and refocus my inner attention on the God Who patiently awaits my return from the noise I so 

easily create as a barrier around me to keep Him out. 

That fact came back to me again in all its clarity a few weeks ago. It was like waking up from a good 

nightôs sleep. I was once more refreshed, calm, peaceful, and happy. In my solitude, I was no longer alone as I had 

begun to feel in my ñbusy-nessò: I had found God again, or rather, I had allowed Godôs presence back into my 

life. Apart from the beautiful surroundings, fresh air, quiet, star-gazing, and the freedom that comes with being 

away, my vacation this summer was a wonderful experience, not for what I did or where I went, as much for the 

One Who filled my days, and filled me with the goodness of His presence. 

Iôve begun to tell people who ask me what I want to do when I retire ï as if thatôs going to happen, at least 

any time soon ï that I would like to retire either to or near a monastery. While I realize that to be a little romantic 

and unrealistic ï I really couldnôt keep my mouth shut for that long ï I do think that I would like to spend most of 

my time praying and studying when the time comes, preparing myself for passing forever into that Presence I so 

easily find myself neglecting or losing altogether in this life through my own fault. Iôd like to think that Heaven is 

going to be the absolutely perfect vacation!

 ñ19. It should be kept in mind that the whole of Christian initiation is a process of conversion undertaken 

with Godôs help and with constant reference to the ecclesial community, both when an adult is seeking entry into 

the Church, as happens in places of first evangelization and in many secularized regions, and when parents request 

the sacraments for their children. In this regard I would like to call particular attention to the relationship between 

Christian initiation and the family. In pastoral work it is always important to make Christian families part of the 

process of initiation. Receiving Baptism, Confirmation, and First Holy Communion are key moments not only for 

the individual receiving them but also for the entire family, which should be supported in its educational role by 

the various elements of the ecclesial community. Here I would emphasize the importance of First Holy Commun-

ion. For many of the faithful, this day continues to be memorable as the moment when, even in a rudimentary 

way, they first come to understand the importance of a personal encounter with Jesus. Parish pastoral programs 

should make the most of this highly significant moment.ò
